Albert Haws d¢ied at bis home in
Naples, Monday evenjug about 8.30
aclock «f c<hronte Brights disease,
The deceased had been unable to
epeak since Friday afternoon He
had been in rather poor health but
was well epough to ride about In the
buggy Friday to attend to business
But upon reaching home aboui the
mlddle of the afternoon he let the
boys uphitch the horse while he eat
in the buggy Later it was found
that he had lost the power of speech
or movement. Ills song c¢errled him
into the house and he gradually sank
to Lkis fina! rest four deys later.

Albert Haws was borp ¥Heb, 16,
1837, at Wayne county, Illinols, Came
with his parents to Utah In 1848,
in Lorenzo Srow's company, He
walked the entire dlstance across the
plaing driving sheep He was about
ten years of age, Thbe famlily made
thelr home fn Prove He dld much
midtary duty at the age of fourteen
to seventeen on account of trouble
with the Indlans He served under
Cap't A. (G. Conover, e also went
out to rescue a company of hand
cart emigrants who had been BROW-
bound, Among the Trescued peopie
were Hon., S . Jones and his
mother and brother of Provo, Utah.
When Johnsong army epproached
Utah he served on the mllitia that
guarded Rcho canyon. 7

In 1857 he married hig cousin
Nancy Haws and to them were born
tive sons and four daughters, The
living gons are Albert A liaws of
Naples, and Marfon 0. llaws, of
Yaktma,  Washington, of the
daughters only Mrs. Ollve Qlenn of
Vernal 1s now allve.

In 1879 Albert llaws married Har-
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rlet Mayberry of Proveo and to them
were born ten chlldren four sons
and six daughters, six ¢f whom are
now living in Naples ward, The
family came to Vernal seventeen
years ago {1835) and are well kuonn
and universally respected

The pessing of two well known
Naples itizens on the same day Is
a co incldence that recalls the fact
that the life of Joel Bascom and
Albert Haws ran very much together
They wera born in the same state,
crogsed the plainag fogether, settled
in Piovo, fought Indians and were
policemen together and flnally de-
parted this life on the same day
It ts fitting therefore that the funeral
service should be held jointlsy
